COURSE DESCRIPTION
Contemporary Issues in Education is the second course under the Teaching as a Profession pathway and prepares students for future positions in the field of education. This course engages the candidate in observations, interactions, and analyses of critical and contemporary educational issues. The students will investigate issues influencing the social and political contexts of educational seetings in Georgia and the United States and actively examine the teaching profession from multiple vantage points both within and outside of the school. 

Mastery of standards through project based learning, technical skills practice, and leadership development activities of  the career and technical student organizations will provide students with a competitive edge for either entry into the education global marketplace and/or the post-secondary institution of their choice to continue their education and training.
