Course Description:

This course is an intermediate course for the Therapeutic Services Career Pathway and is designed to provide an overall framework of basic skills utilized in the provision of direct client care.  Monitoring and evaluating client status includes assessment techniques such as vital signs, as well as, the application of mathematical concepts appropriate to clinical expectations and/or work-based learning.  The function and fundamental anatomy, physiology, and pathophysiology of each body system will be evaluated.

The Essentials of Healthcare course now meets the fourth science requirement for high school graduation and meets the fourth science requirement for admission to the University System of Georgia and the Technical System of Georgia. Beginning in 2015-2016 school year and subsequent years, students who earn one unit of credit for the Essentials of Healthcare course will be required to receive one unit of credit for Human Anatomy and Physiology.

Class Expectations:

Because of the nature of the healthcare industry, your work needs to be turned in on time. Obviously, absences will take place and we will work around those circumstances. 
In case of an absence, make-up work, quizzes, and tests must be completed per Cartersville High School guidelines.  You are responsible for obtaining class notes and assignments.  In case of an unexcused absence, a student may not be allowed to make up any graded work.

This course will involve frequent hands on activities.  Appropriate safety procedures and techniques will be discussed prior to each activity.  Deviance from these procedures at any time will result in automatic exclusion from that practical session, and a written project will be assigned.  Repeat violations will be managed on an individual basis and may include dismissal from the program.

There is no scheduled study hall specific for healthcare science.  Students will be allowed to set up individual times to meet with me for additional instruction.
